Wireless judging makes it possible for judges tadsgcores to the sports console without
cables on the deck, and without anyone having tewiown the scores and enter them
manually into the console. There are two partsiteless judging: the wireless interface

(WJTs), which communicate wirelessly with the WIO.

If the System 6 operator has chosen to show itr VAT display will show the diver
number, dive number and DD for the current dive.

Referee Instructions
On the System 6, you have the option of usingereefs console. To designate a WJT as
the referee’s console, set it to JT ID# 0.

The MENU, CHANGE and STATUS keys function the samag on the referee’s
console as on a standard WJT, and are describee.abo

The display on the referee’s console will showjtidges scores as they come in. If the
System 6 operator has chosen to show it, it wslb @how the diver number, dive number
and DD for the current dive.

Only the referee’s console has the ability to dectabalk or failed dive and send it to the
System 6.

BALK: Use this key to declare a balk and send thpoidt deduction to the System 6.
Scores from all judges will be collected and thet&m 6 will automatically calculate the
2-point deduction.

FAIL: Use this key to declare a failed dive anddémat information to the System 6. In
this case, no scores will be accepted from anyrMhET's, and all scores will be set at
